WINE TOURS

Chianti Wine Tour
The Chianti region, celebrated for its 500 years of fine wine production, also boasts rolling fertile hills that bring fame to the Tuscan landscape. The tour begins with a visit to the famous Castle, an imposing example of a Renaissance fortress. We will then visit the finest vineyards and wine cellars, where we will taste the Chianti Classico and its variants. For lunch, we enjoy traditional local dishes at a nearby “trattoria,” and then we will relish in the splendid views from the hilltop town of Radda.

Greve in Chianti – Chianti Classico Winery – Panzano – Castellina in Chianti
The Chianti region, famed for both its wine and its splendid scenery, is the perfect visit for wine- and view- lovers alike. The tour will start with a relaxing drive along the ancient Chiantigiana Road so that you can admire the view of endless vineyards and olive groves. We will then stop into Greve in Chianti, one of the main centers of Chianti wine production. After walking through the charming main square, we will visit a prestigious winery to sample its fine wines. We will then proceed to the small village of Panzano, where you can visit the historic wine cellars and taste their world-renowned wines. We will then take a relaxing drive through the area, which is rich with small medieval monasteries, villages, and splendid castles. Our last stop will be the charming town of Castellina in Chianti, a historic Etruscan settlement that still boasts splendidly preserved ancient walls.

Brunello Wine Tour
This full-day tour of the prestigious Brunello wine and other fineries begins at the Abbey of Monte Oliveto Maggiore, were you can admire the splendid frecoes by Sodoma. We will then visit one of the most prestigious producers of Brunello wine, where you can taste the famed wine. We will then enjoy a gourmet lunch, served with several Brunellos, in the enchanting setting of an ancient castle. Our final stop will be Montalcino, the town famed for its Brunello production. We will visit the medieval garrison, where you may purchase several vintages of the prestigious wine. Montalcino is also locally known for its gourmet honeys, many of which will also be available for purchase.

LAND TOURS

San Gimignano – Monteriggioni – Siena
Our guided tour through three of Tuscany’s most charming and un-touristed towns takes you through medieval cobblestone roads and stunning hilltop views. From Florence, we drive you to San Gimignano, which is famous for its staggering towers that have been said inspire architecture around the world and even at Yale University. Here we will climb to the top of the town bastions to enjoy the endless views, and then we will proceed to the Church of St. Fina, which is famous for its  spectacular frescoes by Ghirlandaio. We will also visit the local Vernaccia for wine tasting, and then stop by the gelateria that has been repeatedly rated as having the best gelato in the world. We will then travel to the nearby village of Monteriggioni, whose charm dates back to 1213. A gourmet  lunch of traditional Tuscan dishes will be served in the walled center of the town, where you will be able to experience both the ambiance and the tastes of medieval Tuscany. We will then visit the enchanting town of Siena, where we will walk through the famous Gothic monuments that seem to transport the city back in time. We will also stop in the Piazza del Campo, which is renowned for its biannual Medieval horserace (the Palio), where you will be able to relax in one of the most famous squares of Italy.

Monteriggioni – Crystal and Colle Val d’Elsa – San Gimignano
We will follow the ancient Francigena Way through these three enchanting Tuscan towns. Our first stop will be Monteriggioni, whose splendidly preserved walls were mentioned in Dante Alighieri’s Divine Comedy. We will the proceed to the hilltop town of Colle Val d’Elsa, which is world-renowned for its spectacular crystal manufacturers and artisans. After a stroll through the town’s winding streets and stunning views, we will then visit the scenic town of San Gimignano. Its assortment of medieval towers makes the town recognizable miles away and well-known throughout the world. We will visit its main monuments, such as La Collegiata and Sant’Agostino Church, which is famous for its spectacularly preserved medieval frescoes. We will also climb to the top of the town fortress to enjoy the magnificent Tuscan view.

Val D’Orcia Tour
Val d’Orcia boasts some of Tuscany’s most picturesque towns that have miraculously remained untouched by tourism. Our tour will begin in Montalcino, a beautiful walled town known for its production of the precious Brunello wine. We will then travel to the nearby Abbey of San Antimo, where the air is filled with the haunting echoes of monks’ vespers. We will then continue to Pienza, a town famed for both its Renaissance perfection and its mastery of pecorino cheese. After a relaxing tasting of fine wines and cheeses, we will continue our trip to Montepulciano. There you will be able to explore distinguished wine cellars and taste the world-famous Vino Nobile di Montepulciano. We will also explore ancient underground Etruscan tombs and the town’s medieval center, rich with history. On our way back we will stop into the charming town of Trequanda, where you will be treated to an olive oil tasting, followed by a gourmet dinner at a famous restaurant.

Half-day Tour of San Gimignano
San Gimignano, famous for its staggering medieval towers and world-renowned gelato, remains relatively untouched by tourism. In a simple afternoon, we can show you the beauty and charm of this hilltop town. We will take you on a walk to the top of the town bastions, from which exceptional views of Tuscany can be seen. We will proceed to the Church of St. Fina, where you can marvel at the famous Ghirlandaio frescoes, and we will then relax with a tasting of the local Vernaccia wine. To cap off the afternoon we will stop into the Ice Cream Parlour that has been repeatedly rated as having the world’s best gelato.

Half-day Tour of Siena
One of Italy’s most precious gems, Siena is a remarkably preserved medieval city. We will take you to the famous Piazza del Campo, where the exciting bi-annual horse-race (the “Palio”) takes place. From there we will proceed the magnificent gothic cathedral, which boasts important Tuscan artwork by Donatello, Pisano, Ghirlandaio, Ghiberti, and others. You will also have the opportunity to visit Siena’s highly-respected museums, and to explore its winding cobblestone streets.

Following our visit to the Villa Bianchi Bandinelli, we will travel to Villa Monaciano, which was built in the 18th century and renovated in the late 19th century. We will explore its splendid Italian garden, boasting unique varieties of flowers and plants. On our way back we will stop into the medieval town of Siena. We will treat you to an exclusive aperitif in a historical palace that overlooks the Piazza del Campo, one of Italy’s most famous squares.
